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In September 2007, Kathy Peiffer, a 
former WHS teacher, was diagnosed 
with Lymphangioleiomyomatosis 
(LAM) after her lung collapsed.

 LAM is a progressive and 
frequently fatal lung disease that 
affects almost exclusively women, 
usually during their childbearing 
years. LAM results in destruction of 
healthy lung tissue caused by 
abnormal growth of smooth muscles 
cells and cyst formation. Lung 
capacity progressively declines, 
resulting in the need for oxygen 
therapy or lung transplantation. 

The LAM Foundation funds 
promising medical research, offers 
support ot women with LAM, and 
engages doctors and scientists in the 
fight against LAM. It is with your 
help that the LAM Foundation will 
fulfill its mission to seek an 
effective treatment and ultimately a 
cure for LAM.
